“This stain-covered daybreak, this night-bitten dawn,
This is not that dawn of which there was expectation;
This is not that dawn with longing for which;

The friends set out, (convinced) that somewhere

There would be met with.” Subh-e-Azadi (Dawn of Freedom August
1947) by Faiz Ahmed Faiz on Indian independence morning.

Britain was in serious debt after the World War 2 and did not have enough
resources to hold on to her colonies. On 18th July 1947 the India-Pakistan
partition plan was approved by the king of Britain when he approved the
India independence act. Before this on 3rd June 1945 Louis Mountbatten
announced it on the radio but gave little information of how it would
happen exactly. Using outdated maps, inaccurate census numbers,
minimal knowledge of the land, in 5 weeks the boundary committee drew
a border. The British lawyer, Cyril Radcliffe was in charge of this task. He
had no idea about Indian geography, Indian politics and the people, yet he
was the one drawing the lines dividing 3 provinces under direct British
rule- Bengal, Punjab, Assam. He left that day, but later admitted that an
adequate border would have taken years to be made. Some say that they
were the most bizarre lines ever drawn on a map. It cut off Sikhs from their
holy sites- The golden temple (in Amritsar) and Kartarpur. For years the
Sikhs have made pilgrimage between these two but now there exists a
border, heavily fortified and so well lit that it can be seen from space.

The border took into account where Hindus and Muslims were
majorities but also factors like location and population percentage. So if a
Hindu majority area bordered another Hindu majority area it would be
included in India but if a Muslim majority area bordered a Hindu majority
area it might come under Pakistan. Princely states on border had to choose
which nation to join. Hence east and West Pakistan were carved out.

HARVARD - THE HARVARD GAZETTE

Realistic portraits of the dead attached to mummies during Egypt's Roman
era have long posed mysteries that scholars are only starting to solve thanks
to advances in technology. A new exhibition at Harvard Art Museums,
“Funerary Portraits from Roman Egypt: Facing Forward,” breaks down what
scientific investigation of these portraits reveal about life and death in
Egypt 2,000 years ago.

Most of the panel paintings, plaster “masks,” and shrouds known as
“mummy portraits” came to museums from the antiquities market. Few
details have been recorded about their burial sites and excavations, but
with the aid of specialized cameras, researchers are finding new clues.
Names and faces-The subjects were attired in clothes, jewelry, and
hairstyles popularin Rome at the time yet took partin Egyptian religious
tradition.

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“They are living in a multicultural context just like many of us do,” said

Egyptologist Jen Thum, one of the curators. “They might identify one way in
one context in their social life, and one way in another.”

A good example is Tasheret-Horudja, daughter of an Egyptian priest. Her
portrait is the only linen shroud in the exhibit, meaning it was painted on
fabric wrapped over the mummified body, unlike wooden panels and
sculptural portraits, which were placed over the face and upper body (see
rendering below).

The shroud fuses Egyptian imagery with a naturalistic Greco-Roman
portrait of the upper body and feet, making it “kind of bilingual,” said
curator Susanne Ebbinghaus.

It's also the only named portrait in the exhibition.

Most of the 1,000 or so mummy portraits known to survive today are
separated from the remains of the people they portray. Many also are
missing the wooden tags that were often attached to mummies, inscribed
with names of the Dead and other identifiers.
