History of World Fisheries Day

The origins of World Fisheries Day are linked to the "World Forum of
Fish Harvesters & Fish Workers" meeting in New Delhi, India, in 1997.
This meeting, attended by representatives from 18 countries, led to
the formation of the World Fisheries Forum and a declaration
advocating for sustainable fishing practices. The idea of an
international day to raise awareness about the challenges in fisheries
and the need for sustainable practices was proposed at this meeting.
The first official World Fisheries Day was celebrated by the fisher
community on November 21, 2015, marking the anniversary of the 1997
declaration.

Why It Is Important

World Fisheries Day is significant for several key reasons:

Food Security and Nutrition: Fish is a vital source of protein for
billions of people globally.

Livelihoods and Economy: The fisheries and aquaculture sectors
support the livelihoods of millions of people worldwide.
